forty-year period.

And in the words of our Sages: “Your statement has
already been said,” meaning that your blessing is already
written, “And I (Hashem) will bless those who bless

you.

May it be His will that it should be in a manner of
increase, for the addition of Hashem is greater than the

principal.

Particularly pleasing and a source of great joy was

the news that many of those who sent blessings
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reinforced and affirmed them through an act of Torah
and mitzvos—giving charity, studying a matter in Torah,

and so forth.

There are three levels in this, each greater than the one

before:

Fulfilling a mitzvah benefits (both in this world and the
next) not only in the person performing it, but in the
entire world. Even greater is causing someone else to
perform a mitzvah (even unknowingly). The highest
level of all is when the action is done in someone's honor

and merit.

Therefore, I suggest/request that each person in the group
of those who sent blessings should do both—study and
action—together, for each has something the other does
not. Moreover, the act of charity elevates “all mitzvos, and
Torah study is equal to them all.” And Torah study, which
is the life of the Jewish people who are likened to fish in
water. It's obvious that by increasing in it, the vitality of a

person increases, thereby adding vitality to all his actions.

Especially as these days are between the days of
redemption of the Mitteler Rebbe—10 Kislev—and

the Alter Rebbe—19 Kislev—whose redemptions were
(and are related) to the verse: “He redeemed my soul in
peace from battles against me, for the many were with
me,” which our Sages explain to mean: “Hashem says,
‘Whoever engages in Torah, acts of kindness, and prays
with the congregation, I consider it as if he has redeemed

Me and My children from among the nations.”
